Limerick May ye 24 – 1826

Beloved grandson  I receivd yurs of the 9 of May and was vary happy to hear of your helth and wellfare and that you still retain me in your memmory.  I am also glad to hear of so grat reviveals in religion as you mentined in several places round abote you.  it is vary cold and dul time of religion hear altho the hand of god seems heavy upon us by his afflictive hand of his providenc upon us in this place, there has ben in a little more then a year no less then eight died who ware heads of familes beonging to this Chrivet, and no prospect of any addition that I know of at present we may well cryout with the Psalmist, help Lord for the godly man leaseth for the faithful fail from among the children of men.  I don’t know of any one who is likely to join the church at present, - the two years past ending in December there ware 25 death in each year.  Since that time 17 the Names of those belonging to the Church are as follows viz. Mr Paul Chadborn and his Wife – Mrs. Freemon – Margrat Allen – John Hayes wife.  Deacon Dole – generell McDonald – and his wife. – his Daughter Lydia is married to Col Daniel Emmiy, if you go that way you may call and – in Hamden see her and thee can tell you all the sircumstanses for she was with them in the time of there sickness and death – I will mention a fue who have died since you ware hear that it is Likely you rember old Mr. Amme Lord – Mr. John Pearce – widow Gilpatrick that you went with me to see when you ware hear – Liut Levet – john Burnham Esqr – Mr William Hodgdon – timothy Meeder – Benjm Clark – old Mr. Furlong age 85 years – the wife of Henery Dole – Betsy Gilpatrick Married to Mr Samuel Molton of Huefield and lives with his Father Mr Simmeon Moulton they are farmors by profection and in good surcumstanses I trust happyly married.  Your frinds hear are all in a comfortable state of helth and desire to be remembord to you it is a general time of helth hear. – I have not ben able to do any work for almost 2 years by loosing the use of my rite hand.
